Young Blind in Romania live real dramas because they are marginalized / socially excluded and, often, condemned to poverty. In Romania, blind people and those with serious visual impairments encounter situations that most people do not even realize. The following are just some of these situations:
- Monthly allowance for blind people is very small (about 50 euros);
- Acquisition of necessary equipment to assist blind people to study, work and daily life is not subsidized;
- Very few jobs for the blind;
- There is one school of dog guides for the blind (given that in Romania there are over 50,000 blind)
- Very few jobs adapted to the special needs of blind people;
- There is no recovery and rehabilitation center for those who are blind after accidents or from illness.
What is the EVS stage about?
EVS volunteers will be hosted in Arad, between January 7, 2013 and June 20, 2013, and the main activities will consist of:
- Escort for about 8 hours per week of a young blind to cultural and social activities held in the town of Arad;
- Facilitate creative workshops with young blind people;
- Developing / managing a website to promote blind youth participation in European projects in Arad.
EVS volunteers (5 young people with economic difficulties or other fewer opportunities from Programme Countries and Neighbouring Countries Program) will conduct activities for 5 days a week, 7 hours per day (Sunday and Monday - days off).
