NygadeHuset

Description of NygadeHuset
NygadeHuset is a Culture House. It is directly attached to the organization of Aabenraa Commune, under the department of Culture. The house has  2200 sq.m. that are free to use by the citizens of Aabenraa Commune. 
The house has: ceramic work area, glass art work area, play room for children, concert room/stage, meeting and conference rooms and a café serving daily hot meals, coffee, cake etc.
We are 5-7  full/part  time occupied people in the house.
We are 3 people in the office, working primarily with planning events/concerts, making reservations for meetings in the house, making PR-activities.
In the kitchen/cafe there are 2-3 people engaged in cooking, serving and giving service to customers.
In the hours 7-13 am the café is primarily active around elderly and disabled people.
In the hours 13-18 the café will be active as a ‘students house’ for young people aged approx. 16-25. 
In the evening a lot of meetings take place (different networks, political parties, unions etc.)
In the weekends we occasionally have activities for family/children or concerts (rock, pop, indie, jazz).
Nygadehuset has approx. 45.000 visitors per year.


NygadeHuset is situated in central Aabenraa, a town with approx. 20.000 citizens. Aabenraa is situated 25 km. From the German border. Aabenraa has a shopping street, bars, restaurants and various sport activities. There are beutiful nature surroundings around Aabenraa, forest, beach and scenic bike routes.
If you want to visit bigger cities you can reach Sonderborg or Kolding within 30 min. by car.

Motivation for hosting EVS volunteers
We would like to add an international level to our house especially due to the young people that visit the house, but also for people in general – the staff, the visitors, local environment. We are geographically close to the border of Germany which makes a good point in terms of thinking internationally despite the fact that Aabenraa is a town of a moderate size. We hope that meeting EVS people in NygadeHuset will  encourage the young people from Aabenraa  to travel, see the world and get experiences of their own internationally.
NygadeHuset would like to host 2 EVS from august 2014 – june 2015. We hope that our project will appeal to young people with cultural insight since this is a Culture House with a lot of opportunities for volunteers from EU.

Volunteer activities
The volunteurs will be given the opportynity to learn something about danish cultural life. They will help in daily running of the culture house and therefore get to know all the considerations behind our service to the citizens and they will hopefully get to meet a lot of young people from the schools in the area.
The volunteurs will assist running the students cafe in the afternoon, and sometimes in the evening. Every Wednesday will be senior-day, so here the elderly will prevail.
The volunteers will also assist processing the concerts/events, help in cafe, putting up posters in the town, shopping, placing chairs for meetings/events. 
If the volunteurs have any special skills that he/she would like to pass on to others, they can give lessons in sewing, ceramics, dancing, gymnastics, aerobics, computing – or whatever! There are many opportunities. 

Volunteer profile
We would like to welcome mature volunteurs who speaks either english, german or danish. Must be at least 18 years old. 
Must have good sense of humor, be open minded and interested in culture and music and interested in  communication with both children/youth and adults.
We have no special requirements regarding education/background. If the volunteurs have creative skills (such as dancing, playing music, theatre, ceramics, painting, IT) it is an advantage, but no requirement. Technical skills would also be an advantage (e.g. sound equipment, stage/light/pa).
The volounteers will be accommodated in local host families.
