Description of the organization:
SPOSA is national parental non-governmental organization. It was established in 1994 and it has 22 branches throughout Slovakia today. We gather families with autistic member. Our aim is to improve the quality of life of such families. 

Description of the service: 
SPOSA runs a facility for young people with autism and Asperger syndrome. They go to school so almost all regular activities are in the afternoon. We work on development of skills of each client. For this purposes our center is equipped with household appliances, computers, and different tools and materials. We want our clients to become as much self-reliable as possible. Therefore we practice activities such as cooking, ironing, serving washing machine and dishwasher, shopping, etc. There is also a place for leisure activities and games. Activities often take place outside of the center, ex. visiting galleries, swimming pool, going for ice-cream, etc. 
The volunteer will be in team with four other EVS volunteers. This work is creative. Our volunteers have plenty of space to realize their own ideas.  
There are also few irregular activities. For example summer camp for families with autistic member, occasional weekend activities in the nature, or World Autism Awareness Day.

Living:
Volunteer will live in a 3 bedroom apartment 15min by bus away from the facility with other volunteers. The apartment is fully equipped including internet connection.

Criteria:
The volunteer should be open-minded, proactive, and creative. She should be willing to learn new language. There are already two boys and one girl as EVS volunteers so we would prefer a girl in order to keep the gender balance. 
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
