I. Preliminaries:
The following Partnership Agreement is to be signed between partner organisations involved in the above mentioned EVS project and the volunteer they intend to send/host.
Partners sign one individual Partnership Agreement for each volunteer.

A signed original of the Partnership agreement is handed out to all involved partner organisations and to the volunteer involved in the service.
A copy of the signed document will be sent to the granting National Agency, six weeks before the beginning of any activities.
I.1. The EVS activities – the Service: 

EVS is a “learning” service: throughout non-formal learning experiences the young volunteer improves and/or acquires competences for his /her personal, educational and professional development as well as for the social integration.

EVS is implemented through activities organised in partnership between the involved project-promotors who are legally established structures that fit the criteria set by the “Youth in Action” Programme Guide valid for the year in which the grant has been allocated.
An EVS activity includes the following phases:

- preparation

- voluntary activities, called “the service”

- follow-up activities
The volunteer carries out the service in a country other than his/her country of residence. 
The activities are unpaid, non-profit making, full-time and without interruption. 

The duration is set beforehand upon common agreement between the signing partners to a limited period (max. 12 months). 
The activities serve the benefit of the local community. 

The partners make sure that job-substitution is avoided.

I.2. The Partnership Agreement: 
After the approval of the project and before the start of any EVS activity within the project, a detailed Partnership agreement has to be signed by the organisations and by the volunteers involved in the respective service (EVS activities).
The Partnership Agreement lays down the tasks, working hours and practical arrangements as well as the expected learning process and learning objectives of the volunteers. 
It contains information necessary for crisis prevention/management. 
It attributes clear responsibilities to the sending, host and coordinating organisations and contains the corresponding division of the grant. 
In case of doubt, the criteria and rules of EVS, as stipulated in the Programme Guide valid for the year in which the project has been granted, prevail over arrangements in the Partnership agreement. 

The general principles, definition of roles of EVS project partners and the main quality standards of EVS are laid down in the EVS Charter (cf Programme Guide for the concerned year).

This Partnership Agreement is binding on all partner organisations and the volunteer involved in the service.
In case of substantial modifications, an amendment to the initial agreement has to be signed. 

The Partnership agreement is a key element to ensure a solid partnership among the undersigned for a specific EVS service. The project partners display a joint commitment and agree on a clear division of responsibilities. 

All partners have the right to terminate the EVS project at any time if the other partners do not respect the present Partnership Agreement. 

The partners agree on the principle that the granting NA should be included as soon as possible in the decision-making process in such a case.

· ensures that all practical and administrative arrangements are in place prior to the volunteer’s arrival, including crisis management, see specific description below.

· assists the volunteer in all arrival related administrative matters and provides all relevant information prior to the volunteer’s arrival (visa, insurance, registration, …).

· foresees assistance to the volunteer when re-integrating into the home community and help into further education, training or employment.

· provides the coordinating organisation with all relevant documents, i.e. receipts and other probative documents.
· ensures that appropriate measures of visibility and of dissemination and exploitation of results (DEoR) are in place.
II.3. Responsibilities of the Host organisation (HO)
The HO:

· is responsible for the implementing of the EVS-service as described in the application and according to the planned outcomes.

· provides safe and decent working conditions to the volunteer and provides all needed means that the volunteer needs to carry out the given tasks.

IV. The Service
IV.1. Description of the role and tasks of the volunteer(s)

CONTEXT:

International youth volunteering in the province of Jaén suffers from certain low rates of participation, being a handicap the development and the fulfillment of the social purposes of cohesion and solidarity. Overcoming these limitations involves, necessarily, a reorganization of specialized information and guidance services and mutual support in its openness and collaboration with next and related entities. GENTES was born with the aim of covering this existing need. And so is endowed of the cooperation of international partners and jointly execute procedures and services to the final recipient.

In this sense this project aims:

1.- Promote Erasmus + program and mobility opportunities in the province of Jaén.

2.- Provide volunteers with an experience of Multicultural and intercultural learning and European citizenship knowledge.

EVS opportunity for 4 Volunteers during twelve months.

The main themes of the activity are:

- European awareness

- Non formal learning methods

How to do:

- Working in a multicultural youth centre (social inclusion)

- and thus promoting intercultural learning process and services to others (solidarity).

The volunteers will learn how to deal with children aging from 4 to 14 and young people from 14 to 30 years old. Also they are going to collaborate with Youth Workers to Promote Erasmus + program in the territory.

The main aim of the activity is to give a multicultural experience to the volunteer and future volunteers on EVS and to show how this can be developed in an international group process. (There will be also other international volunteers living and working with an EVS volunteer).

The project is open to and takes special account of young volunteers’ skills and talents, so that the time she/he spends with us will be effectively lived as an opportunity to grow up and to gain experience.

The volunteers are expected to work with other staff members, volunteers and youth workers to carry out the program for the children and young people.

He/she will work 35 hours per week, from 9:30 am until 13:30 am, then from 5:00 pm until 7:30 pm, and will have 10 days of holidays in December and 20 in August, but this is flexible according with volunteer's needs.

Tasks to be performed by the volunteers:

- Collaborating in the design and diffusion of the fortnightly bulletin GENTES about organizations, Youth in Action Program news and volunteering as well as up-dating the information on the different web sites.

- Supporting the organization planning events to diffuse and promote Youth in Action Program (International Volunteering Day,Andalusian Volunteering Congress, workshops to promote YiA in educational centres, University College fairs, etc).

- Supporting recruiting, hosting and basic training processes between GENTES and other volunteers and organizations which are demanding volunteering. Up-dating monitored reports.

- Collaborating in the diffusion of European awareness programmes such as COMPASS and COMPASSITO (educational centres, youth associations,...).

- Creating and training to basic volunteering groups.

- Promoting European programmes among youth technicians in the province.
IV.2. Expected learning outcomes & YOUTHPASS

The Youthpass will be used in two different ways according to dimensions of the project. The Youthpass will serve a guide or a barometer of their evolution throughout the one year of the project, in several moments. 

During the mobility, they can evaluate what were the competences they developed and the ones they would like to improve. This will server for these volunteers as a basis for them to focus on while facilitating activities either in the EVS within this project or within their own organizations when they come back. Here, once more, by using the Youth Pass they will have the chance to evaluate their progress.

Lastly, during the final follow-up meeting, at the end of 12 months of the EVS activity, with the help of the Youthpass, the volunteers can trace how did they involve and this data can be used for the evaluation for the whole Eravolunteer 2015 project.

As for the participants in the EVS, they will be used for evaluating what competences they developed in connection the themes of the fulfillment. Through the use of this tool they will be able to identify their competences and the ones they’d like to develop, and how they can use them to pursue their fulfillment. The Youth Pass will introduce to them in the pre-EVS activity, while they will have at least 3 spots during the EVS and two weeks after the mobility to self-assess their learning.
Youthpass is a tool for participants of projects funded by the Youth in Action Programme to describe what they have done and to show what they have learnt.
For clear evaluation of the learning outcomes, the project partners will refer to the key competencies for non-formal education that have been defined by the EU-Commission.

The project partners commit themselves to update their knowledge in this field and to make sure that the volunteer will be issued a YOUTHPASS at the end of the EVS activities.

IV.4. Crisis management

The Coordinating organisation together with the project partners takes responsibility for raising awareness of risk assessment, risk prevention and high quality support within the EVS programme.

The volunteer will be given advice on crisis & conflict prevention and management since the very beginning of the service-period.  
The volunteer will also be provided with 24-hour-emergency-phone-numbers.  
The Coordinating organisation will hold all necessary personal information and emergency contact details for the volunteer.

IV.5. In case of a serious incident or conflict situation

In case of a conflict situation the volunteer has the right to be supported by the host and by the sending organisation.

In the case of a conflict situation, the volunteer has the right to involve her/his mentor to facilitate the communication. The mentor should be able to provide the involved partners with objective and independent mediation.

In case of a conflict situation between the volunteer and the mentor, the volunteer has the right to find a substitute-mentor.

In case of a serious incident, the volunteer can expect the mentor to establish and maintain proper contact to the sending organisation, to the parents of the volunteer, if necessary or requested, and to the insurance company, if necessary or requested.

Whenever the volunteer needs further advice and support, s/he has the right to contact the implicated National Agencies / National Coordinators / regional SALTO resource center. 

The volunteer has the right to leave the project in case of serious incident or conflict situation that cannot be solved in other ways. 
The volunteer’s early leaving of the project will always be the last option.

V. Financial aspects and arrangements: 
V.1. The Community grant (according to the above responsibilities) allocated to the service
Once the EVS project has been approved, the beneficiary (coordinating organisation) will receive a financial agreement that will govern the use of the community funds. Whereas the coordinating organisation bears the responsibility for the entire project management towards the granting National Agency, it is the shared responsibility of the project partners to implement the project in a spirit of strong partnership. The precise share of responsibilities among project partners is agreed on in the present agreement.
