- Capacity to animate and organize events and awareness-raising meetings aimed at involving the population (education agencies, institutions, youth and children) through awareness-raising campaigns, motivational meetings and experimental workshops;

Know how to locate, trace, map paths and cycling green paths by acquiring a true bicycle culture that includes equipment, guidance, safety and psycho-physical health;

- Acquisition of basic skills for the use of technologies for the diffusion of the community map;

- Know how to use educational strategies and cooperative and participatory methods (circle-time, games, simulations and role-play):

-Communication on social (facebook page, Tulime onlus website etc.).

All of these activities aim at the realization of a well-defined project output: a community map to participate in, highlighting, researching and enhancing identity characteristics, comparing them with the European community.
