Project Co.Map
The project proposes activities aimed at volunteers, linked to the organization of Tulime Villa Castelli (organization of events, cultural activities related to local folklore), both linked to a research path that will allow volunteers to establish relationships with the community Local and that will have as main output creating a map of landscapes, products, historical memories of the territory of Villa Castelli: the map will then be presented and described to the community that will be able to use it in the future.
Objectives

The general objectives of this project are:

1) Promote the culture of active volunteering and citizenship, meant as enrichment and personal growth

2) to promote the value of cooperation in the social, cultural and international field.

3) Encourage active involvement of volunteers in the local community of Villa Castelli, acquire knowledge of the Italian language and local culture.

4) Encourage active participation of volunteers so that they can enhance their personality and increase their self-esteem.
Activities

These goals are to be achieved through the realization of the following project activities:

1) Presentation and training of staff members Tulime Villa Castelli and volunteers (local volunteers and EVS volunteers).

2) Research of data and knowledge on the territory, landscapes, products, historical memories, trough cycling mobility and not.

3) Training and awareness raising on environmental heritage in primary and secondary schools.

 4) Presentation of the map throughout the community.

5) Cross-cutting activities on the promotion of community cooperation.

6) support to the Tulime-Villa castles association in carrying out activities throughout the year in support of active projects in Tanzania, organizing events and meetings organized by the organization with the local community.
Methodology

The methodology adopted will include research techniques through direct interviews and / or questionnaires, mapping through cycling mobility, creative re-elaboration of the collected material through the use of technologies and software, the implementation of animation techniques, activities of non-formal Education ("non-formal education") and "peer to peer education".

The expected impacts will be measured in terms of meetings with associations, entities and groups of people met by volunteers. The events organized by volunteers, with the support of Tulime Villa Castelli, will reach a large and diverse target. In addition, the local community and the various project targets will benefit from the project as well as volunteers will enjoy all of the benefits described in the overall goals in terms of acquired experience, skills development and personal growth.
The project seeks to have multiplier effects at various levels.

At local and regional level, this project aims to have an impact in terms of disseminating the community map of the community, the collected and processed data and the communication of the latter to the local population, giving a remarkable contribution to a reflection that may have a International comparison, thanks to the central contribution of volunteers.

At national level, all material produced (interviews, stories, reflections) about activities organized within the project will be disseminated by both Tulime and the organizations with which volunteers will come in contact.

At European and international level, this project can be considered as an important stimulus to research, shared and shared knowledge, as well as to the development of the sense of belonging to its local, European and international community.

The establishment of relationships between people from far-off countries based on the search for mutual understanding of the needs and instances of each individual and the community to which he belongs is the founding principle of the daily action of Tulime Onlus, and hence Also young people who will participate in the project activities will stay in contact with the volunteers of Tulime Villa Castelli, who will have met during their experience both locally and nationally (since Tulime has many volunteers throughout Italy) and International (with referents in Third countries in which they carry on their associative projects).
